e Weather permitting, roof vents and windows will be open on
District buses and vans to increase air circulation.
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Health and Safety Plan

Contact Tracing in Combination with Isolation and Quarantine
In Collaboration with the State and Local Health Department

The District will not be performing contact tracing activities as these are
the requirements of the health department.

The District will implement Mask to Stay (MTS) strategy. MTS allows
asymptomatic students and staff to remain in person when exposed to a
COVID-19 positive individual. Masking is required for a full ten days
following exposure.

If an individual cannot mask for the full 10 day time period, they cannot
participate in MTS, the individual can participate in Test to Stay within the
student’s school building before school begins.

Any student, staff or contractors who has tested positive for COVID-19
shall notify their direct supervisor or principal immediately.

COVID-19 is a communicable disease. The District will follow the board
policy for Immunization and Communicable Diseases in such a
situation.

Communicable Diseases, which will govern how to respond to
COVID-19.

e The District will maintain adequate personal protective equipment.
e The District will require staff and contractors to self screen prior to
coming to work and stay home with any COVID like symptoms.

e Parents and guardians are required to screen students for
COVID-19 and keep children home with the following symptoms:

e Students and staff should immediately report if they test COVID
positive to their immediate supervisor or principal. .

WSSD Review of “Immunization and Communicable Disease Policy”

Health and

Safety Plan e The Board authorizes that students who have been diagnosed by their
physician or are suspected of having a disease by the school nurse be
excluded from school for the period indicated by the regulations of the
Department of Health for certain specified diseases and infectious
conditions.

e The school nurse shall report the presence of suspected communicable
diseases to the appropriate local health authority, as required by the
Department of Health.

e The Superintendent or designee shall direct the health guidelines and
universal precautions designed to minimize the transmission of

v communicable diseases implemented in District schools.
e Instruction regarding prevention of communicable disease and
% life-threatening diseases shall be provided by the schools in the
educational programs at all levels, in accordance with state regulations.
A e Parents/Guardians shall be informed of and be provided opportunities

during school hours to review all curriculum materials used in instruction
relative to communicable and life-threatening diseases.

Efforts to Provide Vaccinations:

e The District encourages all staff, students and family members to consider
vaccinations as a key strategy for COVID-19.

e Upon request, the District will provide information to families on how to obtain
a COVID-19 vaccine for their child or family member.

Appropriate Accommodations for Students with Disabilities with
Respect to Health and Safety Policies:

e For students with disabilities who are eligible for an IEP or a 504 Plan including
those with a medical diagnosis that requires a prescribed health and safety
plan, the IEP team, 504 team, or building administration may reconvene to
develop specially designed instruction or strategies to meet the needs of the
student, and, if necessary, to consider reasonable accommodations to allow
the student to continue in-person learning to the greatest extent practicable.
